men and were able to stand up.
One youth, Bedford Willey, who:
died gbout an hour later, was |pin-{
ned under the auto. Mr. Noel
helped tufn the car over and take

bim from the 'wreckage and re-|
‘move ‘the body of Raymond Willey,'
who had been killed outright.

E. E. Hopper, Clarence under-
taker, where the body of Raymond
Willey was prepared for burial,
sald his right arm had been brok-
‘en’ in two ‘Pplaces and his right
shoulder was also fractured. His
.chest cavity was mangled; his jaw
was ‘broken, and his head was,
‘bruised.

'The older ‘Willey boy’s injuries,
‘gceording to Dr.-Roy, included a!
broken back and left leg, crushed’
knee and several head cuts. :

"‘The car, a 1936 mddel coach
which Wilbur Wood had purchased
two weeks ago, was demolished.
_ Vineil Wobd said Sunday that
none of -the occupants of the car
saw the train approaching or heard
it whistle.
