WAS SERVING WITH INFANTRY
IN GERMANY

has received an official message from
the war department stating that her
husband, Tec/5 Walter, was wound-
ed in action about the first of March,

Walter was serving with the infantry
as a truck driver in the Ninth Army
located somewhers in Germany.

According to word received by his
wife and his mother, Mrs. Minnie
Walter, his left hand was wounded,
put as to how has not been learned
here.

Tec/5 .Walter entered service
March 4, 1942 and ‘was first station-
ed at Camp Wallace, Texas, where
he received basic training. Later he
was sent ta Camp Hulen, Texas, then
on to Camp Shelby, Miss. From
there he was transferred to Seattle,
Wash., where he was located about a
year. While serving there he was
awarded the Good Conduct Medal for
for exact performance of duty.

Following service at 'Seattle, Tec/5
Walter was transferred to Camp
Phillips, Kans., later to Camp Chaf-
fee, Ark., and then to 'Camp Gruber,
Okla., prior to being sent to Fort
Meade, Md., where he received over-
seas assigninent.

In January of 1944 he left Fort
Meade, for overseas duty and since
arriving ‘lhere has served in Bel-
gium and France before going on

Letters have been received here by
his mother since his injury. Parts
of his letters are as follows:

March 7
Dear Mother and All:

‘Will drop you a line to let you
know that T am getting along geod
and I suppose you got my letter say-
ing that I am in the hospital, but p)
get well fast and will be back to my
company in about ten days.

T have felt.like writing this even-
ing and I have more time to write
than I have had since I came over-
seas. 'Writé to me, maybe T get
them by the time the war is over.

March 10
Looks now as if I may be bere
more than ten days as it takes time
for my wound to heal. I can use it
some now by being careful. I guess
this is about as good a place a8 any
though the way things are going.
March 15
I'm getting along fine now and the
doctor says he is going to take the
stitches out tomorrow. ‘Shouldn’t be
more than a week longer and I'll be
on the way back to my company and
conditions should be much better as
the weather is a lot warmer.
Haven’'t recelved any ~il and
don’t expect to until I g sack to

my company.
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Mr. and Mrs. Frank Brant. The
puppy arrived here Thursday, hav-
ing traveled 13 days after leaving
Honolulu.

Pvt. Brant is serving in the medi-
cal corps at a base hospital in Hono-
lulu where he has been located for
three and one-half years.

He has been in service for four
years and before leaving the states
he received training at Camp Grant,

Bliss, Texas. '
