What they
wrote was like the reasoning of
Solomon—sound. Of course with
the editor taking very pronounced
partisan stands on all the -ques-
tions of the day, he was ‘bound
to get in hot water now ‘and
then. The duel was recognized
gamong gentlemen as the proper
way to settlé a dispute. - -

Even as late 8s the seventies
and eightles there were fire-eaters
who thought the proper thing to
do was to shoot it out with their
antagonists. 'When Jesse James
was slain by Bob Ford in St
Joseph, along in the early eight-
jes, Major John N. Edwards, then
editor of the Sedalia Gazette,
wrote -a lengthy eulogy of the
dead outlaw. Edwards had been
a cavalryman in  General Joe
Shelby’s brigade, and all through
the war the code wasg the proper
method for the soldiers to settle
disputes. .

An editor in the western part
of .the state commented sarcastic-
ally about Edward's evident
friendliness for Jesse James, and
intimated that James had once
presented Edwards with a beautl-
ful gold watch. ' ’

That put the fat in the fire.
Edwerds grabbed a quill pep.and
indicted @ direct challenge to a
duel. ’ N
It was concluded this way:

“If Mr, Blank means to inti-
mate that the editor of this paper
ever accepted a favor from Jesse

James or any. other man he is

a liar] We put this brand upon

his brow and add to it slanderer,

“wagon shop” referred to was not
built, however.

Four of these churches are on the
two-mile stretch of road south
of Cherry Box and the Presby-
terien church is one-half mile
west of the Methodist church on
this road.

county rendered any assistance
in the building of this bridge,
and the settlers evdently did it
themselves. It was, of course,
crude in construction, being made
by throwing two long logs across
the stream for stringers or cords
and laying strong elabs across
these, securing the latter with
pins. Then dirt was thrown on
the ends of the stringers. But.it
served its ‘purpose for many
years, even though the middle of
the brdge sank down, and when
the creek was high, water often
covered it to 2 depth of four
and five feet.
First - State Action Regarding
Roads

An article  on “Early State
Roads”, written by H. B, Dickey
and George Pohlman and contrib-
uted by the latter, who lives at
Macon, gives the act of the State
Legislature, ~ approved Dec, 27,
1888, establishing a route for a
state road through Shelby' county.
The act is reprlnted in part as
follows:

“Be it emacted by the General
Assembly of .the State of Mis-
souri as follows:

“1., That James B. Riney, Jr.,
of Clark county; Ralph Smith, of
Lewis county; Russell W. Moss,
of Shelby county; and John
Sutenn, of Monroe county, are
hereby appointed road commis-
sioners, whose duty it shall be to
meet, at Waterloo, in Clark
county, on first Monday. in April
next; then and there said com-
missioners, or a majority of them,
shall proceed to survey and

B.|mark out a state road from the

mouth of the Des Moines river,
by the way of Waterloo, in Clark
county; thence, to Monticello, in
Lewis county; thence to Shelby-
ville in Shelby county; thence to
the town of Paris, in the county
of Monrce, the most direct route;

tauge of the public, and as little
to the prejudice of any indlvidual,
as may be

At -the same session a
State road was established from
Paris, Monroe county, to the
mouth of the Des Moines river,
by way of Shelbyville. This road
‘was opened to Shelbyville the
same year. A petiton was later
presented to the county court in
1856 asking that this state road
be vacated in favor of a new
road to be made running from
Shelbyville to Walkersville and
then on to Shelbina. A great
deal of excitement resulted from
this action, and accordingly the
court appointed three commission-
ers, instructing them to view
both routes, measuring the dis-
tuance of the established road, and
also the projected one, and report
| the facts. This was done and the
preference given to the road
already established. This did not
satisfy the agitators of the new
road, and the court was obliged
to. appoint commissoners three
different times to investigate and
report, but each time the  estab-
lished road was given the pref-
crence. The matter was finally
settled with the establishment of
a county road crossing Salt River
at  Walkersville, while the old
State road was permitted to cross
the river where it does now, at
the old Dickerson's ford.
Ruilroad Development in County
Meanwhile other forms of
transportation were
and growing apace, and Shelby
county was due to receive its
share of recognition in this re:
spect. Railroads had grown into
greater demand and importance,
and twenty-two' years after the
creation of -Shelby county the
first railroad was bullt. The
Hannibal and St. Joseph, now a
part of the C. B. & Q., was com-

pleted across the county in 1857,
teuching the towns of Clarence,
Lentner, - Shelbina, Lakenan and
Hunnewell.
